The majority of Grade 8 parents registered their daughter or son for high school using the district’s online ‘portal’.  You may also pay for a variety of school activities and events using this same portal, including the school start up fees as outlined below.





$28 (Student Activity Fee) for each student.  This helps to fund the extra-curricular programs and events for students at PMSS (student council sponsored activities, theme days and events, fine arts, Spirit Weeks, guest speakers, etc.)





$7 per lock (optional).  Two locks are required (one is for PE), however students may provide their own locks.  Locks may be purchased on the Sept. 3 Orientation Day (noon)





$50 for yearbooks or $55 for personalized copy (optional)





$25 to play on a sports team.  This fee goes towards uniform replacement and transportation fund and covers only a fraction of the cost to run any team.  Other team specific fees may apply.  These are paid through individual coaches.
